A Portuguese time-share villa has been double booked, Leslie, Chitto remains unaware that there is more than one couple.  The confusion is worsened when each couple mistakes the other for the servants.  The resultant comic dilemma and mistaken identity unfolds, particularly when other people arrive on the scene and the couples are not what they seemed to be.

The good sized audience were very slow to react to the production but by Act 2, they came to life and on the final curtain showed their appreciation.

The cast worked well to generate the atmosphere of an illicit holiday week when those at home thought otherwise.  A bright simple set and props without any superfluous trimmings were just the right setting for this play.
